Leave the Fireworks to the Professionals. In recent years, many resi-
dents have complained about illegal use of fireworks throughout the 
City of Highland. This year, the Highland Police and Fire Departments 
wishes to remind residents that all fireworks (safe and sane included) 
are prohibited within the City of Highland. It is a violation to own, use or 
sell any type of fireworks within the City of Highland. Use of fireworks 

may result in citation and fine up to $1,000 or arrest, or both.  

The Highland Police Department will have extra officers working over the July 4th Holiday period. 
Fireworks will be confiscated and violators may be cited or arrested. Possession of explosive de-
vices such as M-80’s, M-1000's and Rocket type fireworks is a felony. Individuals may be held lia-
ble for damages (and parents many be held liable for damages caused by their children) not only 
from the use of fireworks, but for the cost for response by the Fire and Police Departments. Viola-
tors will be prosecuted, Highland Municipal Code Chapter 8.58. We wish all residents and visitors 
a happy and safe Fourth of July Holiday.  

Please remember your 
pets as they are terrified of the fireworks, loud bangs, etc. and usually will run 
away if given the chance.

YOU NEED IT! 
 
Type "O negative" blood is often called the universal blood type because patients of all blood types can receive 
type O negative red cells. This is the type that is transfused to patients in an emergency situation. 
 
Patients with type "AB positive" blood are often called universal recipients because they can receive red cells of 
any blood type. And, type AB plasma and platelets are universal in their ability to help any patient. 
 
After blood is drawn, it is typed for ABO group (blood type) and RH type (positive or negative), tested to ensure 
its safety for patients (see screening tests performed below), and separated into the necessary components and 
distributed to local medical facilities for patients-in-need. 
 
Blood screening tests:   Syphilis, Hepatitis B surface Ag, Anti-HIV 1, 2,  Anti-HBc, Anti-HVC, HIV NAT (nucleic 
Acid Technology), HCV NAT, HBV NAT, West Nile Virus NAT, Bacterial Detection (Platelet Pheresis only) and 
Chagas Testing

The City of Highland is pleased to announce the start of the Glenrose Ranch Planned Development, a 
119 detached single family condominium homes, by Richmond American Homes at the northeast 
corner of Greenspot Road and Boulder Avenue.  This project had been on hold for a number of years 
due to the state of the economy. Staff recently began working with the developer to finalize con-
struction plans. Preparation for grading began this week and grading should begin in a week or two 
with model home construction anticipated to begin in December. 
 
The Glenrose Ranch is an infill project within the Golden Triangle area defined in the City’s General 
Plan. The project site is surrounded by Beattie Middle School to the north, exiting residential areas 
to the east and south, and commercial development to the west.  Glenrose Ranch is designed and 
intended to provide an attractive residential component to support the commercial base and vision 
of the Golden Triangle. 
 
This project consists of 118 two-story detached condominium units ranging in size from 1,476 to 
1,915 square feet with site amenities. The proposed project is a detached condominium motor 
court project. A detached condominium is a one-lot subdivision where each unit includes the 
home’s private indoor airspace, as well as private outdoor airspace.  The Recreation Area will serve 
as an exclusive use area for the residents of the Glenrose Ranch community. The Recreation area 
will have a pool, spa, a building for restroom and shower facilities, tot lot, benches and green space 
turf areas. All these elements along with other common areas will be maintained by the HOA.  For
